@Through the use of welder joints, connecting and
disconnectiong the cable on the secondary side terminals of
welder can be performed very quickly, thus improving the work
efficiency when cables are replaced, or when the welder is
moved, etc.

@70 install the welder joints, just bolt them to the secondary side
terminals of welding unit, and slip on the insulationg rubber
cover provided. There is no need for taping, and they provide a
marked improvement in safety.

@They can be used with cable connectors (sold separately) on
the male side as a set.
